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fabric; size 24 or 26 for 16-, 18-, and 22-count
fabric. Embroidery hoop or frame (optional).

SELECTING MATERIALS

Fabric: Select fabrics which are closely wov-
en, so seams will hold and edges won't fray.
Fabrics should be fairly soft. Avoid fabrics so
thin that seam allowances will show through.
Wash and dry new cotton or cotton-blend fab-
rics to preshrink them and remove any sizing.
Yardages given are for preshrunk fabric; buy
2%-5% extra to allow for shrinkage. Press all
fabrics smooth.

Thread: Use a good quality mercerized cotton
or cotton-covered polyester thread for piecing
and appliqué work. Use 100% cotton quilting
thread whenever possible when hand-quilting.
Run each strand of thread across a cake of
beeswax to strengthen it.

make a separate pattern for each item. Com-
plete half patterns unless otherwise directed.

Enlarging Patterns: Using a ruler and me-
chanical pencil, draw lines across pattern, con-
necting grid lines (Figs. 1, 2). Count the
number of boxes along both edges of pattern.
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Using slide film to take a head-on photo, pro-
jecting it to the size needed, then tracing it onto
paper.
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
